As a panel
will you have clearance for access to the more sensitive
programs?

Finally, I hope considerable attention will be given
to R&D needs related to tactical needs in distant theaters.
I have grave trepidations about overconfidence in what our
forces can do that could lead to ambushes with the gravest
geopolitical consequences.
