Army Carps Commands.

1..By direction of the President of the United States, the following
changes and assignments are made in Army Corps commands :

Major General P. H. Sheridan is assigned to command the Cavalry
Corps, Army of the Potomac.

The Eleventh and Twelfth Army Corps are consolidated, and will be
called the Twentieth Army Corps. Major General J. Hooker is
assigned to the command.

Major General G. Granger is relieved from command of the Fourth
Army Corps, and Major General O. O. Howard is assigned in his
stead.

Major General Schofield is assigned to the command of the Twenty-
third Army Corps.

Major Geneial Slocum will report to Major General Sherman, com-
manding Division of the Mississippi, and Major General Stoneman to
Major General Schofield, commanding Department of the Ohio, for
assignment.

Major General Granger will report by letter to the Adjutant General
of the Army.

11..Captain Horace Porter, U. S. Ordnance Department, is an-
nounced as an Aide-de-Camp to Lieutenant General Grant, with the
rank of Lieutenant Colonel.
